Pyle & Kenfig Has A
Better Backside Than
Catherine Zeta-Jones

Last year we were tempted
to proclaim the club’s backside
as the best in all of Wales, and
having recently seen Wales’s
Zeta-Jones in the musical
Chicago, we can indeed declare
that P&K boasts the best backside
in Welsh golf. The original
course laid out in 1922 by the
legendary Harry Colt, required
extensive modification after
military authorities requisitioned
a sizeable portion of the links
during WWII. Enter Philip
Mackenzie Ross who, through his
work here and at the Alisa Course
at Turnberry, demonstrated a
marvelous ability to overcome

the ravages of the British military.
His final nine meanders through
splendid sand dunes replete with
tall ferns forming an experience
most pleasing to both the senses
and shot making of the visiting
golfer.

Few American’s Have
Enjoyed - Play Royal
Porthcawl, One of the
Best Links Courses in
The World and Number
One in Wales!

Royal Porthcawl Golf Club is
set on the rocky shores of southern
Wales overlooking the Bristol
Channel and features views of the
sea at every turn.



Scenery aside, Porthcawl is certainly the finest
links in Wales. Critics charge that this is not a true
links, as it is missing the dramatic sandhills of more
conventional links courses in the British Isles. Porthcawl
combats these accusations with heather, gorse and raw
exposure to the elements. With holes facing into every
point on the compass, the player is always tested by
the wind and probably needs every club in the bag.

This course merits the prestigious ratings of
Number 1 in Wales and Number 15 worldwide by
Golf Digest. The club has hosted many top amateur
and professional events including the Walker Cup,
the Curtis Cup, the European Team Championship,
the Home Internationals (eight times), the Ladies’
British Open Championship, the British Amateur
Championship and the Dunlop Masters on the European
PGA Tour.

Bring Your Own Shepard!

Southerndown Golf Club, though somewhat
remote and unknown, is considered one of the
finest links courses in Wales. It certainly should
given that Willie Park, Herbert Fowler and Harry
Colt all contributed to its design. Like neighboring Royal
Porthcawl, views of the Bristol Channel are everywhere.
Southerndown can be long and demanding, stretching
par 70 at just over 6,600 yards. Sheep that roam the
fairways sometimes annoy the members, but the critters
add to the charm for the visiting golfer.

Wales National is one of Europe’s newest
championship courses and at 7,413 yards from the
championship tees, it’s one of the longest outside of
the USA. The course offers a mixture of mature
wooded areas, wide and narrow fairways and
vast water hazards and bunkers. This is all set
within local beautiful Welsh countryside, among
an abundance of wildlife including badgers, swans,
rabbits and hawks. The par 73 course already has
hosted a Euro-Pro Tour event and is being considered
as a venue for The Solheim Cup.
